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INTRODUCTION

Devon, situated in the South West of Britain, is a most attractive County with many historic
towns and areas of beautiful landscape. The resident population is in excess of one million,
supplemented in the summer by an influx of tourists. The County has a strong regional economy
supported by good communications to other parts of the United Kingdom and to Europe.

The County Council is responsible for providing many services to the people of Devon including
Highway Maintenance of which Winter Maintenance is one element. A well maintained
Highway Network, used in conjunction with rail and ferry links, benefits the economy and
improves safety for all road users.

Devon has the most extensive road network of any Highway Authority in the United Kingdom
with a total length of 14,500 kilometres. The network is made up of a variety of road types,
ranging from motorways to country lanes and contained within its length are 4,500 bridges.
Maintenance of this network requires effective management using modern techniques to
maximise efficient operations on the highway.
